A thought from Sean 

The book of Zephaniah was written about 650 years before Jesus’ birth. Zephaniah was a 

contemporary of Jeremiah. His message was to challenge the people who had turned their 

backs on God and begun to worship idols. The message in this short book mirrors much of 

what is happening in our nation today. Just as God was  thought to be largely irrelevant to 

many in Zephaniah’s days where only a few remained faithful so, in our time the Good News 

that Jesus is the Only One who can rescue the lost is constantly being undermined. This week 

we will explore how we might know Jesus better and how we might renew our commitment 

to sharing the Good News to our friends and neighbours.
