Recently, Andrew and | had the pleasure of spending a
wonderful week in Spain, exploring the vibrant region of
Andalucia. Our travels took us to the beautiful city of
Seville, where we discovered something fascinating about
the city's famous orange trees.

In Seville, all the orange trees found throughout the city
are owned by the local government. When the fruit ripens
between November and January, local people are
employed to harvest the bitter oranges. Interestingly, most ’ >
of this fruit is then exported to the UK, contributing to the W
production of marmalade and other goods. No
marmalade is made in Spain — they have to import it back
from us!
